HARVEST FAIR.
In Dibra Region the development of fairs has again became a tradition.
The earlier fair dates to century XVII, in Oranik (Sheher) part of  great Diber( Dibra e madhe) then come Radomira’s and lura’s fair in the middle of nineteenth century and than wathe fair of Homezhi, a village part of Shupenza commune. 
The characteristic of these fairs, except is the presentation of handicraft products. In the recent years is seen a revival of traditional fairs. So in the "avenue Elez Isufi" of Peshkopia every year fairs are organized about agricultural and livestock products. It last for two days. On the first day people come from Dibra Region, then the mayor of Peshkopia Municipality invite them to enjoy the fair.

During this time a concert is held with songs and popular dance. 
On the second day is proceeds with the scientific symposium around the strategy of development of agricultural and livestock studies, then is held the competition for the quality of product and at the end they make a general assessment. In this fair visitors find all of the livestock agricultural products.
   For all citizens this event has become a tradition for many years.

The October is turned in to a feast. The end of September and the first days of October find Peshkopia decorated. Banderoles and posters announce about days of the harvest feast on 7-8, October. This atmosphere also appears in all villages and communes in the Dibra Region Mat and Bulqiza, where farmers advertise and trade their products.

 The Department of Agriculture and Food has prepared a document that reflects the achieved results, problems, the tendencies, that are required to support agricultural development in the region, with the intention that the readers of this document can extensive knowledge about the things that had been present during the Fair.
 The support with subvention would be an aid to farmers and can stimulate the local agricultural products and give also a contribution in the growth of Gross Domestic Product GDP.
