Prominent Personalities.
 Elez Isufi (Jusufi)

Elez Isufi was born in a village, called Dardhe in Dibra.

He was a brave fighter, patriotic, and a popular leader who fought with arms in hand to protect the Albanian regions of Turkish Invasion, Serb chauvinism, Austro-Hungarian imperialism and internal reaction.
In 10/12/1912 Dibra citizenship appeared before Serbian army and crushed it in Kolosjan together with the people of Limjan village.
In November 1912 until December 1921 Elez Isufi was distinguished especially in fighting against Serbian Chauvinism.
In September 1913 until December 192, he led the Dibra’s forces in many battles and he got so much victory.
In January 1918 Elez Isufi became a member of the organization called “National Committee for protection of Kosova. 
The head of this organization was H. Kadriu.

In December 1920 he gave a contribution for parliamentary elections because he determined deputies of “Drin”
At the beginning   of   December 1924 after he took an injury in Peshkopi in defense of June “Revolution” he died at the age of 63-years.
Nikoll  Kaçorri    ( 1876- 1917)

He was born in 1876, in   Lura village. He was a figure that troubled   for many areas, like language, folklore military.
In September 1894 he worked for the collection of Albania’s folklore.

In 1907,   Nikoll Kaçorri organized and administrated a companionship, named “Union” in Durres.
In 1908, he took part in the Congress of Manastir, then in Congress of Elbasan.

In July, 1909, during Dibras’s Congress was stopped by Turkish authorities of Durres and he didn’t take part on it, but he hoped that this Congress had a great important for all Albanians.

In 1910, Turkish military sentenced him in prison, Jedikule in Selanik, for four years, because he callied Malesia’s people for insurrection.  

In March 1911 emerged from prison.

In November 1912, Ismail Qemali Came in Durres to raise the National flag.
Turkish authorities, helped by the enemies of national movement prevented this action. Ismail Qemali, Luigj Gurakuqi, Nikoll Kaçorri and other people, took the way straight to Vlora city.

In 1913, Prince Vidi offered him the post of chancellor to form the government of Durres but he refused.
He died in Austria in 29 May 1917.

Pjeter Budi. (1566-1622)

· Pjeter Budi was born in Gure Bardhe in 1566.

· He spent his youth in service of some bishops of his Country, where he took his first lessons.

· When he was twenty-one years old, he became a missal, went to Kosovo where he stayed for twelve years.

· He was a great fighter for Albanians issues, especially in protection of Albania Language.

· He gave his help to strength the Albanians Catholic church and was a supporter of Albanian’s Clergy against foreign Clergies.

He wrote some books in Latin and Albanian alphabet which have been lost.
P.Budi published many books but only three are known.
In 1618 was published the book named “Christian Doctrine” contains the first poems in Albanian language. He died in December 1622. He was drowned in the river of named “Drini i zi” when he was going to visit a church.

P.budi was travelling together with five other persons but only he was drowned. This thing raise suspicion if he drowned accidentally or he was pushed from his companions.
Ilaz Pashe (Qoku) 

(1812-1910)

 He was born in 1812, in Dibra. He was part of a craft family.

He began his life as an official then became wealthy merchant, and after that he was a big landowner.
In 1835, he was a prominent insurgent among the others who together opposed the first attempts of Stamboll because Turkish wanted to put Dibra in the imperial centralized administration.
In 1844, he took part as a leader of citizen’s forces in a battle against   H.Pasha in Jançes village and in the field of Gjorica.

In 1854 he was the head of Dibra volunteers in the front of Tesalie.

In 1861 was in charge of Dibra’s forces in Shkodra to protect Albanians land from the risk of Montenegrin occupation.
In the summer 1876 when began the war between Serbia and Turkey  
Together with other volunteers he went to Beograd to meet chauvinism Beograd desires for Albania territories.
In spring 1878, was distinguished for the issue against decisions of treaty of “Shen Stefan” which hurt the national interests of Albania.
In 10/06/1878 directed the proceeding of the national assembly of Albania league. 
He was elected as a chairman of the general Council of the league and also the chairman of the Albanian league of Prizren.
In 14/10/1878 with his own initiative the head of Malesia and other people of Dibra were  the  first that announced publicly in the form of resolution the platform of central Committee of Stamboll.

The resolution was put to be admitted for a wider discussion in a specific parliament.

In 1/11/1878 in Dibra was organized the assembly under the leadership of I.Pashe (Dibra).
In this Assembly was reached an agreement where they thought that the delegation have to protect the resolution in front of Turkey. It will be composed by 14 figures (eight from North and six from South) which will be well-known figures not only in Albania but also in Turkey and other places.
He died in 1910, when he was 98-years old, in his apartment that had built in Oher.
                    Ahmet Xhetani (1826-1897)

· He was born in Derjan in 1826, he studied justice in Stamboll.
He was distinguished as organizer and took part in political life.

In February 1868, Ahmet Xhetani together with Zahir Isuf  Mer Koleci,  and Hasan Beu went to Beograd and took contact with Serbian Government  and asked her help.
In 23 August 1868,  Ahmet Xhetani together with his companions came back to Albania because he was a loyal man who thought that together with Serbia will fight against Turkey.

He was one of the leaders of the people’s revolt of Mat, against Turkish establishment in a village named Gjalish and the main activist for the implementation of  tasks that were put by the league of Prizren, where he took part together with his friends.

He tried to open a school in Derjan but was spied by some Turkish and so was in target of government, because patriotic efforts the government of Turkey interned him in Selanik.

Some times later he escaped with a ship and went to Italy, where he met Jeronim De Rada, and worked together in protection of Albania Land.

In 1897 came back in Derjan and died when he was 71-years old.
                                 Ahmet Zogu. (1895-1961)
He was born in Burgajet of Mat in Zogolli family in 1895.
 After his father’s death her mother was very interested to send him to study in Stamboll.
He studied in “Numnie Teregi” which was one of the best schools in turkey for three years.

After that, he entered in an officer’s school but he didn’t finish it because in summer holidays he came in Albania and never came back to Stamboll.

In Mat he found a favorable situation to do political career although he was only 17-years old.
In 1914 -1915 stayed in Mat to observe the situation that was dictated by the First world -war.
In January 1916 he was the leader of some forces and the general commander of armed forces in government of Durres. 
In 14/04/1916 he was invited in Austria where he stayed for three years until Austrian army was shattered.

In 29 January 1920Ahmet Zogu after returned from Austria, he became one of the first initiators for the “Congress of Lushnja” and had a very important role.

He was appointed Minister of Internal Affairs.
In 11 February 1920 he arrived in Tirana together with his government and after nearly a month was set in Shkodra to put rule and silence and to turn it with government of Lushnja’s Congress.
In 27 March 1920 he was elected deputy of the Mat and he participated in the first Albanian parliament.

In 13 June 1920 was appointed commandeer of Albanian’s forces for liberation of  Koplik and he did this task very well, by driving back Serbian’s forces across  border.
In 14 November 1920, after the government of Sulejman Delvina had fallen he left from power and in 21 April 1921 he became deputy of Mat from the new parliamentary elections.

In 21 September 1921 was appointed Commander of task force for the conquered of Mirdita’s revolt and subjected it. 
In 2 december 1922 Ahmet zogu became chancellor, although he was Internal Minister.

In 23 February 1924, A.Zogu was injured in hand by the attacker B.Valtery who was a student from Vinjal village of Mat and then after two days, he resigned together with his cabinet.
